This course provides students with hands on experience using Visual Studio to create
desktop applications using Windows Forms and the .NET Framework using Visual
Basic.NET. Students should already have a working knowledge of VB.NET.

This course teaches students how to leverage the power of the .NET Framework to build
desktop applications. Students learn how to build Windows Forms applications and use with
a variety of controls to create sophisticated user interfaces. Students also learn how to use
the BackgroundWorker to perform asynchronous operations.

Students also learn how to use ADO.NET to interact with databases and XML files. Students
learn how Windows Forms uses data binding to display data in controls such as the
DataGridView and Chart. Students will also learn how to leverage the power of web
services by calling both SOAP services and RESTful APIs.
